Grades:

Grades are based on tests, assignments, and SAE projects.  Unit test will be counted twice and quiz and class work will be counted once.  SAE records will account for 20% of each quarter grade.  SAE projects will be evaluated at the middle and the end of the grading period.  This year we will use an online record keeping system found at:  http://www.theaet.com/   In addition, students will take a state generated final exam which will account for 20% of your final grade.    
Attendance:
Good daily attendance is essential for success in school.  Students are expected to be in class and on time every day.  One test grade will be based on attendance.  0 times absent = 105, 1-2 times absent = 100, 3 absent = 95   Each additional time absent per quarter will result in a deduction of five points from the attendance grade.
